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This document serves as a resource for practitioners and researchers looking to integrate gender-related
survey questions into their work. The questions included here are drawn from a comprehensive review of
six large-scale public opinion surveys:

1. Arab Barometer

2. Afrobarometer

3. AmericasBarometer

4. World Values Survey

5. Gallup World Poll

6. International Social Survey Programme

All included questions explicitly focus on gender, while those that may produce gendered responses without
directly inquiring about gender have been excluded. The following example illustrates this distinction:

Here is a list of things which some people think make for a successful marriage. Please tell me, for each
one, whether you think it is very important, rather important, or not very important for a successful
marriage:

• Faithfulness

• An adequate income

• Being of the same social background

• Mutual respect and appreciation

• Shared religious beliefs

• Good housing
...

This question, taken from the first and second waves of the World Values Survey, is not included in this
repository. While responses may vary by gender, the question itself does not explicitly address gender.

Many survey questions listed here follow similar wording patterns; when differences between questions
are minimal (e.g., replacing boys/girls with males/females or vice versa), they have been combined for
consistency and comparability.

Arab Barometer focuses on key issues in the Middle East and North Africa (MENA), with a particular
emphasis on political institutions. It is also one of the only large-scale surveys—aside from Gallup’s
Middle East & Muslim Countries surveys—to examine the intersection of religion and political governance.
Conducted in eight waves from approximately 2006 to 2024, the survey tracks political, social, and economic
attitudes over time. Arab Barometer’s gender-related questions have evolved from measuring general
attitudes about women’s roles (Waves I–III) to more specific issues like legal rights, workplace barriers,
and gender-based violence (Waves IV–VII). Early waves (I–III) explored whether women should be allowed
to work, lead in politics, or receive equal education. Later waves introduced questions on inheritance
rights, judicial positions, and divorce laws (Waves IV–V). The most recent waves (VI–VII) expanded to



address harassment, domestic violence, and workplace discrimination, emphasizing structural barriers and
enforcement gaps.

Afrobarometer surveys are conducted across African countries, primarily focusing on Sub-Saharan Africa
and excluding North African countries, and focuses largely on political institutions and governance perfor-
mance. Afrobarometer questions included here span nine round survey rounds, from approximately 1999
to 2022. Over time, it has expanded its gender-related questions from broad discussions about women’s
rights (Rounds 1–3) to more concrete issues of legal, economic, and political discrimination (Rounds 4–6).
The latest rounds (7–9) further explore structural barriers and enforcement challenges, including societal
resistance to gender equality. Early surveys primarily asked whether women should have equal rights
or remain under traditional laws, whereas later ones introduced questions on workplace discrimination,
inheritance rights, and biases in the legal system. More recent surveys focus on institutional obstacles,
government accountability, and social backlash against gender equality efforts.

AmericasBarometer surveys focus largely on political attitudes, corruption, and crime and security with
Latin America and the Caribbean. The surveys included here span 10 rounds, from apprixmately 2004-
2023. Over time, AmericasBarometer has progressively incorporated gender-related topics, moving from
general political attitudes to explicit questions on women’s rights, political representation, and workplace
inequality. By 2012–2014, AmericasBarometer introduced questions on gender quotas in politics, workplace
discrimination, and domestic violence attitudes—including whether a husband hitting his wife is justifiable
under certain conditions. More recent waves (2018–2023) have expanded to include femicide, partner
violence, police responses to domestic abuse, and support for feminist movements.

In comparison to the survey types listed above, the World Values Survey (WVS) examines primarily
social and cultural values, and is not limited to a sole geographic focus. WVS surveys included here span
seven waves, from approximately 1981-2020. The WVS has consistently tracked global gender attitudes,
evolving from traditional views on gender roles to systemic barriers and women’s rights as a democratic
principle. Early waves (1–3) focused on household dynamics, marriage, and employment, exploring whether
women should prioritize family over careers or whether men make better leaders. From Wave 4 onward,
the survey incorporated questions on women’s rights as a democratic necessity, workplace discrimination,
political representation, and women’s roles in business leadership. By Wave 7, WVS expanded further to
include issues such as gender-based violence, sexual harassment, and perceptions of corruption.

The Gallup World Poll is another global survey, that focuses on ‘global comparability.’ Unlike the
WVS, Gallup surveys have regional subsections (i.e. ‘Muslim Countries,’ ‘Former Soviet Countries,’ etc)
to understand regional dynamics and variations in attitudes. Unlike other large-scale surveys included in
this document, Gallup does not have a publicly-available repository of past surveys; all questions here are
taken from 2008 Gallup World Poll. Given its focus, Gallup’s gender questions vary by region. In Asia
and Muslim-majority countries, survey questions frequently address female economic independence, legal
rights, and labor force participation—such as whether women should be allowed to keep their earnings or
initiate divorce. In the former Soviet countries, Gallup examines moral attitudes toward women’s choices,
including career prioritization, single motherhood, and delaying marriage for education. In the Middle East
and North Africa, surveys focus on female leadership and employment rights, measuring public support
for women in high-ranking government positions or non-traditional jobs.

The International Social Survey Programme (ISSP) examines social and cultural attitudes across
multiple countries, with a strong emphasis on family, work, and gender roles through their Family and
Changing Gender Roles Surveys. The ISSP surveys (1988–2022) track evolving gender roles in work



and family life, covering attitudes toward women’s employment, household responsibilities, and childcare.
Early waves (1988-1994) examined broad views on working mothers and breadwinner roles, later expanding
to men’s household labor, parental leave, and income disparities. Recent waves (2012-2022) focus on
parental leave division and time spent on caregiving. This is the only survey dedicated to providing
detailed measures of household labor division, earnings, and financial decision-making, making it the most
precise for assessing gendered economic and domestic dynamics.

The survey questions compiled here primarily focus on first-order gender norms, such as attitudes toward
women’s roles in work, family, and politics. Questions concerning norms are explicitly flagged in blue.
While many surveys use identical or similarly worded questions, comparability remains challenging. Global
surveys that are not regionally focused, such as the WVS, Gallup World Poll, and ISSP, do not always
equally represent low- and middle-income countries (LMICs) and high-income countries (HICs). This
issue is particularly pronounced for ISSP, which provides the most in-depth questions regarding labor and
household dynamics, disproportionately samples higher-income countries, making direct comparisons with
LMICs more difficult.
